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Investigation and Analysis of the Current Situation of Rehabilitation Services and
Rehabilitation Talent Demand in Grassroots Elderly Care Institutions in Huai’an City
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Abstract: [Objective] To investigate the current situation of rehabilitation services and the demand for rehabilitation talents
in grassroots elderly care institutions in Huaian City. [Methods] A survey was conducted on the scale, staffing, rehabilitation
equipment, demand for rehabilitation services, and talent demand in 161 grassroots elderly care institutions in Huai’an City.
[Results] Approximately 50.3% of the grassroots elderly care institutions in Huai’an City have around 50 beds, with disabled elderly
accounting for 58.7% of the residents. In terms of rehabilitation service demands, the needs are as follows: 92.62% for Activities of
Daily Living (ADL) assistance, 85.23% for motor function training, 83.22% for rehabilitation assistive devices, 61.07% for speech
therapy, and 75.17% for psychological rehabilitation. The average demand for rehabilitation professionals is 3.49 per institution,
with rehabilitation assistive device positions accounting for 47.2%. [Conclusion] There is significant room for improvement in the
rehabilitation services provided by grassroots elderly care institutions in Huai’an City, and these institutions urgently require various
rehabilitation professionals. Medical colleges and universities should strengthen the cultivation of rehabilitation therapists (or
technicians) with an emphasis on enhancing their ability to fit and utilize rehabilitation assistive devices.
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
