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Abstract: This paper explores the teaching reform and practice of the course Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language based on the
Outcome-Based Education (OBE) concept. Firstly, the paper analyzes the limitations of the traditional teaching mode in the course
of Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language, such as students’ insufficient practical ability and the disconnection between the course
content and the actual teaching needs. By reconstructing the curriculum system, strengthening the practical teaching links, and
adopting a diversified evaluation system, it effectively improves students’ theoretical literacy and practical ability in teaching Chinese
as a foreign language. The research results show that the teaching reform based on the OBE concept effectively improves students'
learning interest and participation, and enhances their teaching practical ability and problem-solving ability. At the same time, the
new teaching mode also promotes the effective interaction between teachers and students, forming a good teaching atmosphere.
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
