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Abstract: With the continuous development of information technology and the shift of educational policies, the practical application
of Al technology in education and teaching has opened up a new path for improving the teaching quality of second language
classrooms based on sociocultural theory, effectively avoiding the “shackled teaching thinking” of “single teaching materials
and single teaching methods”. The theme of second language curriculum content is rich. In the time dimension from far to near,
it can promote the development of students' ability and literacy; in the spatial dimension from bottom to top, it can implement
the fundamental goal of fostering virtue through education. In order for students to grow and develop better, it is necessary to
continuously improve teaching quality, and the use of Al technology is an effective way. Based on this, this paper, on the basis of the
application value of Al technology in the teaching of second language classrooms based on sociocultural theory, focuses on exploring
the paths to improve the teaching quality of second language courses empowered by Al technology, hoping to provide some simple
suggestions for educators.
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
